Cultural Trade between China and Latin American Countries
  Cultural trade between China and Latin America has been developing rapidly in recent years.  For the years ahead, this type of trade between the two sides will continue to be facilitated by several favorable factors.  For instance, both China and Latin America have long historical interactions in the cultural field and their unique cultural identities are mutually reinforcing.  

  For China, there is a large potential of development for the cultural trade and the government has acknowledged the importance of “going global” for the cultural sector.  However, there are some difficulties for the expansion of the bilateral cultural trade in the future.  In addition to geographical distance, language barriers and conspicuous cultural differences, there is a lack of understanding of each other’s market conditions.  The governments, the business sectors and the embassies of both sides should have a better recognition of the importance of cultural trade and take effective measures to overcome the obstacles.
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
