Development of Argentina’s Cultural Trade and the Government Policies

  Cultural industry in Argentina exihbits four major characteristics:1) its performance heavily depends on the nation’s macroeconomic situation; 2) it is under the control of a small number of large domestic enterprises and transnational corporations; 3) it is much more well developed in Buenos Aires than in other areas; and 4) it suffers from trade deficit for an extended period of time.

  Though the government does not play an active role in promoting the development of the cultural industry, it has made efforts to improve legal environment and regulate the sector by reinforcing the roles of both public and private institutions.  Moreover, the authority has also implemented other policies to stimulate the development of the sector.
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
