U.S.-Latin American Relations under the George W. Bush Administration

Since George W. Bush came to power in 2001, U.S.–Latin American relations have been undergoing a process of cooling and even worsening, and the dominance of the United States over Latin America has been greatly challenged.  


Deterioration of the U.S.-Latin American relations is caused by the following factors: 1) the Bush administration’s wrong policies, 2) failure of the U.S.-supported neo-liberal reforms in Latin America; 3) the rise of the left in Latin America; and 4) collapse of the FTAA negotiation.  


Despite the anti-U.S. sentiment in Latin America, its relations with the U.S. will not break off.  As a matter of fact, the U.S. is making efforts to improve relations with Latin America.  
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
