Brazil’s Relations with the U.S.: Towards a Balanced Diplomacy

The exchange of visits by President Lula and President Bush signified a turning point in the bilateral relations between Brazil and the United States.  President Lula has been maintaining an attitude of cooperation and resistance towards the U.S., a policy designed by Brazil as early as in the 1970s.  

Compared with the Cardoso administration, the Lula administration seems to pursue a somewhat more antagonistic policy towards the U.S., but in recent years the bilateral relations has entered a stable phase.
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
