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Mexico’s presidential system has been witnessing repeated changes since it was created in 1917. These changes are particularly noted in choosing the presidential candidate and dealing with the relations between the president and the congress on the one hand and between the president and the judiciary on the other. At first the presidential candidate was decided without any set rules; then he was hand-picked by the president; and now he was elected by vote. The relations between the president and the congress have evolved from confrontation to dependence and adjustment, whereas the relationship between the president and the Supreme Court has also changed to such an extent that the supreme judges have acquired more power and play a more important role in the nation’s legal affairs.
