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The U.S. and some Latin American countries, particularly the Mercosur members, have different expectations towards FTAA, and cannot reach agreements over such issues as agricultural products, environment, intellectual property, labor standards, service, etc. As a result, negotiations over FTAA have been stagnant. This paper endeavors to analyze the bargaining process of the negotiations by asking why the deadlock in the special issues of agricultural products and environment cannot be eliminated.
