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Development of populism in Latin America was one of the great phenomena in the international political stage, and rise of populism in Argentina was the most remarkable epitome in Latin America. During the period when Peron was in power, populism in Argentina reached to its highest stage.  The internal causes of populism were found in the nation’s process of political and economic development whereas rise of populism promoted the pace of its modernization process.
