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Social confrontations are the result of accumulated social contradictions leading to the social disorder and organized resistance against the national system by some social groups. While there are several factors that can generate social confrontations, one of the most important is social inequality and competing for their own interests by different classes and groups.  


The traditional system of property ownership created social confrontations in early history.  In later years, urbanization, social transformation and the imbalance between economic growth and social development led to worsening confrontations and contradictions in many areas.  At the same time, weakness in designing and implementing the social policies has also reduced the ability of the government to deal with the issue.  
These shortcomings can be found in such areas as limited coverage of social security, lack of education, biased spending of public funds, inefficient tax regime, etc.

Worsening social confrontations have resulted in negative consequences:  They have damaged the investment climate of Latin America, created political instability and weakened the foundations of confidence in reforms.
