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Brazil has long been faced with serious social problems.  Since it gained power in 2003, President Lula’s Workers Party has implemented many social programs, including the well-known zero-hunger plan.  The achievements made by the party are evident, but the challenges ahead are also great.  For instance, the government lacks funds to carry out more programs to improve social conditions and fight against poverty.
