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In Latin America and the Caribbean, as early as in the colonial period, great amount of resources was exploited and the environment was starting to deteriorate.  In the modern times, with the rapid movement of the industrialization drive, the environmental issue has become all the more conspicuous.


By the mid-1980s, the high growth period of industrialization came to an end, but the environmental problem was far from being resolved.  This was mainly due to the following two reasons: On the one hand, globalization made it possible to exploit more resources; on the other, Latin American governments did not design an effective mechanism to manage the ways of tapping resources and protect the environment.


In the future, in order to reach the goal of sustainable development, Latin America needs to use environment-friendly technology to open up resources, including the use of land, promote education for sustainable development, and create an institution that can benefit ecological protection.
