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Since the 1980s Latin America’s political systems have been facing the following challenges: 1) With the significant changes among the major political forces, traditional parties in several countries of the region have fallen into demise. 2) Many elements of the traditional political systems cannot meet the demands of the new economic institutions, thus losing the function of maintaining political stability. 3) The public has lost faith in the existing political systems. This crisis of faith results from wide spread of corruption, violence and poverty. 4) Within the current political framework, the governments fail to deal with all kinds of problems and issues that threaten social stability.
