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The 1990s witnessed many grave corruption cases in Argentina.  Since then, its anti-corruption efforts have undergone three stages: 1) In the early 1990s anti-corruption came up on the top agenda of the public policy in the nation.  Under both international and domestic pressure, the government designed several policy measures to fight against corruption.  2)  Starting from the mid-1990s, efforts were made to establish an anti-corruption institution. 3) In recent years legal improvement was made for this institution.

However, the following short-comings are still conspicuous in Argentina’s anti-corruption institution.  1)  Check and balance is vacant yet. 2) Establishment of the organizations dealing with anti-corruption is not in a consistent way and lacks coherent coordination. 3) Lack of judiciary autonomy and low efficiency in the legal system results in the failure to sue all the corrupt officials. 4) Institutional arrangement for anti-corruption was far from perfect. 5) Supervision over the government officials and public servants is weak. 6) Public participation in anti-corruption movement is not very effective.
