ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AND SUSTAINABLE 
DEVELOPMENT IN BRAZIL’S AMAZON BASIN
Since the mid-20th century Brazil has made strenuous efforts to open up the Amazon basin. In this process, however, Brazil has come up with the great challenge of protecting the environment. Despite many measures, the results are mixed. This is due to several factors. 1) There was a lack of coordination between the federal and local governments. 2) The system of environmental protection is far from flawless. 3) Level of productive forces was quite low and population growth rate was high so that “poverty pollution” was greatly noticeable. 4) Given the fact that the ecological system itself is vulnerable, the government did not allocate enough capital and technology to support its protection.
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
