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Abstract: In implementing the neoliberal model of economic reforms，Argentina achieved relatively higher growth rate. At the same time，however，poverty worsened， leading to an insufficient demand and shrinking of the domestic market. These short comings，along with a lack of emphasis on social development，resulted in severe economic，financial，social and political crises. The Argentine experience demonstrates that neglecting social justice will lead to social disorder and，in turn，impede sustainable economic development.
