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China’s trade relations with the Andean Community have been growing in recent years, but frictions have also arisen. On the one hand, Chinese cheap exprots pose challenges to the local producers; on the other, the cost of levying anti – dumping against Chinese products is quite low. Moreover, may of the governments in the Andean Community have adopted an attitude of supporting such trade measures.

  For China, in order to avoid anti – dumping practices from the Andean countries in the futrue, it is imperative to implement such policies as formulizing a system of guarding against these trade practices, adjusting its own industrial structures, raising productivity of the enterprises producing manufactured goods, and changing the way of promoting exports.
