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  China’s trade frictions with other countries have exhibited two conspicuous features: one is the shift of dispute from tariff barriers to non – tariff battiers, and the other is the increasing protection from the developing countries.

  Bilateral trade between China and Argentina is only $ 5 billion, but Argentina has become one of the major counties that have been targeting Chinese products with anti – dumping measures. These measures have also exerted negative repercussions upon China’s economic relations with other Latin American countries.
