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As early as the end of the 16th century, Chinese culture spread to Brazil. The influence of Chinese culture still remains in the daily life of the Brazilian people today.

  Before the 1880s Macau played an important role in bridging China and Brazil. The Chinese visible culture was mainly embodied in physical goods, which were exported to Brazil through Macau. The invisible Chinese culture, however, did not go along with the visible. This was very different from the way Chinese culture was brought into Europe. 

  From the mid – 19th century onward, Brazil was starting to orient itself towards the west and China became a semi – colonialand semi – feudal society in 1840. These important developments kept Chinese cultures from spreading into Brazil further.
