Effects of the OECD Membership on Mexico
Mexico was formally admitted by the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD) in May 1994.According to the Mexican authorities,the OECD membership is able to benefit the country by enhancing her international reputation,allowing the full access to the OECD data,boosting her dialogues with developed countries,promoting the orientation toward sticking to international conventions in the course of policy making and the introduction of standards of developing countries,serving as the linkage between emerging and developing countries,and participating in the formulation of international rules and standards.

Greatly different from the accession to the North American Free Trade Area,the accession to the OECD didn’t incur strong opposition in Mexico.The suggestions put forward by the OECD are not compulsive and thus tend to be accepted by Mexico.Thanks to the OECD’s directions,a series of public policies were brought into effect,including the formulation of laws on competition and ecological balance,the establishment of the Federal Competition Commission,the modification of agricultural subsidy policies,and the improvement of public education.
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
