Education and Social Injustice: A Latin American Perspective
Education is presented primarily as a social investment necessary to make Latin American countries competitive in the global market. Since the 1990s the education reform was conducted widely in the region, aimed at providing a high-quality education. However, it failed to do away with the inequality of education. One of the main reasons is that local schools are greatly varied in quality and access to good education is still difficult for most students. Another reason is that the right to education is not fairly enjoyed by all, which is mainly resulted from racism, enlarged income gap and widespread poverty.
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
