Obama and the US Foreign Policy toward Cuba
U.S. President-elect Barack Obama, who once promised stronger diplomatic efforts towards Cuba, is expected to relieve the tension between the two countries. However, due to the existence of powerful anti-Cuba interest groups and deeply rooted Cold War thinking in the United States, a U.S. government tending to take any substantive policy changes in the field will be brought under extremely intense pressure. In addition, the global financial crisis needs the U. S. policy makers to handle it as the highest priority. Therefore it is reasonable that the incoming Obama government will continue to follow a hard-line stance in its relations with Cuba.
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
