Latin America and the Arab World: the Relationship during the Cold War Period
The relationship between Latin America and the Arab World in the Cold War period fell into two parts. The first part is from the end of the World War Two to the late 1960s, when the two regions were alienated largely due to the U.S. intervention. Only exceptions were Cuba and Venezuela who sought independently to establish and develop relations with Arab countries. The second one is from the late 1960s to the late 1980s, when Latin America greatly improved the relations with the Arab World as a result of pursuing more diversified diplomacy. The following factors drove it to promote its relations with the Arab World: the cultural proximity, a large community of Arabic immigrants in the region, the quest for oil supply and financial aid, the demand for political support to counterbalance the U. S. influence, and the involvement in national liberation movements in the Third World. 
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
