Faction Conflicts and the Military Regime in Brazil
Faction conflicts in the Brazilian military were originated in the World War Two, as a result of sharp divergence over the issue of sending troops to Europe. From then on the military was featured by the division and political struggles between the dove and the hawk. In 1964 the military regime came into power and established the authoritarian rule in Brazil. From 1964 to 1967, the dove in the military seized the superiority and showed political tolerance by retaining a part of democratic politics. From 1967 to 1974, the hawk took the dominant position and adopted highhanded measures to consolidate the military rule. From 1974 to 1985, the dove gradually replaced the hawk and regained the ruling power. During the period, the democratization process was launched and the power transition to a democratically elected government was achieved in 1985. (Dong JingShen)
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
