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The food crisis and the food security issue arising from it have incurred common concern in the world. The decrease of land resources and the land degradation are viewed as the major causes triggering the food crisis, which have resulted a worldwide craze of farming abroad. The article seeks to analyze the agricultural cooperation between China and Latin America from the perspective of land resources and points out that farming abroad is not a good alternative for China to expand its agricultural cooperation with Latin America. It suggests that it is necessary for China to set up international trading and investment companies for agriculture and install agricultural production bases in Latin America, which will contribute to China's position in safeguarding the food security and exerting a larger control over commodity prices.
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
