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Compared to men, fewer women in Latin America are able to gain access to social protection due to deeply rooted gender inequality in sharing economic and social opportunities. It is proved that to expand social protection greatly contributes to promoting sex equality, improving female economic and social status and enhancing female capability of resisting risk. To improve the social protection system, Latin American countries should focus attention on upgrading female manpower through education and employment, overcoming the deficiencies in the retirement system, advancing the non-contributory social security system and facilitating women in balancing work and family.
