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As a result of institutional innovation in Latin America to reduce poverty, the conditional cash transfers programs have been put into effect in a number of regional countries, which are represented by Brazil’s Bolsa Familia and Mexico's Oportunidades. The above-mentioned two programs are featured by a variety of innovations such as dual objectives, common responsibilities, transparent payment, diversified subsidy and the combination of decentralization and centralization. Evaluations show that they have played a significant role in reducing poverty and economic disparity, increasing the enrollment rate of children and improving children’s nutrition although they are confronted with the challenge of expanding coverage.
