Modernization and the International Strategies in Brazil  

The international strategies are considered as a crucial factor in the modernization process in Brazil. Since the 1930s, based on international and domestic conditions and its own strategic demand, Successively Brazil took the semi-independency, the dependency, the independency and the relative independency strategies. It is rather reasonable for an emerging power like Brazil to choose an international strategy featured by independency. But, during the early and middle phases of modernization, it is more practicable for Brazil to regard economic development as the top priority instead of hunting eagerly for the international status as a major power. In the meantime it is necessary for Brazil to establish cooperative relations with hegemonist countries and maintain inter-dependency with them economically. Besides, international multilateral mechanisms should serve as a favorable platform of boosting international influences and safeguarding national interests. （He Shuangrong）
