ATP Trade of China and Mexico with the United States: A Comparative Study 
China and Mexico have been the chief sources of the U.S. imports for a long period. It has been proved that there exists high similarity between them in terms of high-tech exports to the United States. The article conducts a comparative study on their competitiveness in the field by using the Shift-Share analysis. It reveals that China still keeps the leading position exporting high-tech products to the United States, but Mexico is moving fast to narrow the gap. The competition is especially tense in information and communication products which are the most important high-tech exports of China. It is suggested that China should take actions to promote the export of non-traditional products such as biological and photoelectron products, diversifying the export structure to moderate or dodge the competition against Mexico. （Du Li, Xie Hao）
