Civil Society and Judicial Reform in Latin America
In Latin America, civil society organizations have engaged for decades in region-wide efforts to reform justice sector institutions. Social justice is part of a broader goal for them participating into judicial reform. Their participation makes the reform process gain momentum and move towards total rejuvenation of judicial systems and institutions. Those organizations launch common efforts to follow reform measures and make a comprehensive assessment of their role of securing basic human and civil rights. It is especially noteworthy that they serve as a tool connecting regional countries with international donors who provide financial support for judicial reform.
