Life Sciences Industry in Brazil: History and Development
The life sciences industry in Brazil rose in the 1990s with the advent of neo-liberalist and privatization reforms. From then on it gained a rapid and sustained development pushing Brazil to be one of the most internationally recognized countries in the field.
