The Philippines in East Asia and the Hispanic America was interlinked due to the common experience of Spain’s colonial rule. In the 19th century, the Philippines and Cuba sought to rise against Spain and gain political independence. Jose Rizal from the Philippines and José Martí from Cuba formed their revolutionary thinking which played a crucial pioneer role in the national combat for independence. Against the backdrop of contemporary threat from neo-colonialism, it is highly necessary to gain a deeper understanding of the Hispanic American history by combining Jose Rizal’s thinking with José Martí’s idea of “Our Americas”.
