
The 6th Congress of the Communist Party of Cuba and Measures to Update the Economic Model                                                          (pp. 14-19)
Cuba has undergone a series of adjustments of the economic development mode since 1959. In the 1960s, it took rapid action to transform economy and promoted socialist construction. In the early 1970s, it began to develop economy modeled on the Soviet Union mode and forged strong economic linkage with the Soviet Union and the East European countries. Following the collapse of the Soviet Union in the early 1990s, it was faced with unfavorable international conditions and responded by applying economic reform measures to re-gain macroeconomic balance and achieve the recovery of production. In the first decade of the 21st century, especially after Raul Castro succeeded Fidel Castro as President of Cuba in 2008, Cuba has initiated a new round of reform. The Sixth Congress of the Communist Party of Cuba in April 2011 has officially introduced economic, social, and political reform measures, presenting a roadmap for ‘updating’ the country's economic development mode.
