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The current situation of the failed coup d’etat in Ecuador began one year ago with the organization of a coalition of social and political forces from different political spectrum. It is a situation where contradictions become condensed around public policies aimed at disarticulating the oligarchic and imperialistic mediations in the state. The crisis of September 30 revealed an unprecedented fact: the mobilization of citizens to support the President and his government in a country where society has historically mobilized to “depose” presidents. This shows that the Government has an active consensus among the population and that the opposition launched its coup project from a mistaken premise: the loss of popular support. However, the numbers of mobilized people do not match the numbers of mass acceptance of the President, evidencing a lack of organization of the social bases that support the President. If this doesn’t change, the next coup attempt might succeed.（Rafael Quintero Lopez, Erika Sylva Charvet）
