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The Socialist International held its 23rd Congress in Athens, Greece in 2008 with 150 parties and organizations from 120 countries attending. At that time, there were seventeen socialist parties in SI who came from South America. Among them fourteen had full membership, two had consultative status, and one had observer status. As of October 2011, all those parties failed to rule the country independently. Among them thirteen were opposition parties and four minor ones were members of the ruling coalition. It can be concluded that socialist parties in South America failed to play a major role against the backdrop of the emergence of the leftist in the region.
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
