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Following the Cuban Revolution, the country underwent a process of socialist economic transformation and once obtained sustained economic progress. To alleviate the economic crisis, the government introduced a few reform steps in 1990s to regain economic growth. The historical experiences show that the Cuban government was able to showcase creativity and flexibility in handling economic issues. The Sixth Congress of the Communist Party of Cuba took place on April 2011, whose main focus was to introduce the economic reform package to grant a greater role for the market. If Cuba achieved the goal of cutting 1.3 million workers on the state payroll, there could emerge a remarkable domestic market. It can be expected that the reform must address a variety of challenges to accomplish its goals, but what Cuba is doing to update its model is real, and irreversible.
