Historical Transition of Chinese Theaters in Cuba

In the 19th century, there emerged to be a Chinese community in Cuba as a result of continuous inflow of Chinese immigrant labors. In 1873 the first Chinese theatre was established in Havana. Since then those theatres run by Chinese gained a sustained development, presenting the puppet show, the Guangdong opera and movies. They served as the place of entertainment for local Chinese immigrants meeting their strong demand for homeland culture and promoting the spread of Chinese culture in Cuba. In addition, they also functioned as the gathering location for those immigrants to raise funds for public welfare and affairs.  
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
