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Abstract: On the international scene, Latin American countries show interests in participating and developing international multilateral mechanism, reducing the dependency on the United States, promoting regional integrations and diversifying their foreign relations. In 2011, Latin American countries, especially Brazil, were moving out of periphery and boosted, their international statuses. Although the Obama administration took some positive policies and measures to improve relations of U.S. and Latin America, the decline of U.S. influence in Latin America remained to be the same. The regional integration and cooperation achieved new progress and showed new landscape. The South American regional integration led by Brazil were deepened greatly. The Pacific Alliance, including Mexico, Chile, Peru and Columbia, was a newly established integration group, but developed very fast. Although there exists some competitions in two biggest integrations group in Latin America, but the two groups are complementary too. Establishment of Community of Latin American and the Caribbean States(CELAS) showed solidarity and cooperation within Latin American countries. The multipolar trend of international relations offer more choices for Latin American ‘diversified diplomacy’. The cooperation made great progress between Latin American and the Asia-Pacific，India, Russia, Turkey and other emerging countries. But at the same time, the relations of Latin American countries with Middle East and EU fell into stagnation and suffered a loss due to the political uprising in some of Middle East countries, the European debt crisis and etc.
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
