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The Bolivarian Alliance for the Peoples of Our America - Peoples’ Trade Treaty (ALBA-TCP) is an integration platform for countries in Latin America and the Caribbean, which is initiated by Cuba, the unique socialist country in the Western Hemisphere, and Venezuela, one of the advocators of the 21st century socialism in Latin America. With emphasis on alternative and welfare, it is the first and unique regional integration initiative to safeguard the interests of the masses prior to the capital and focus on combating poverty and social exclusion. It has contributed enormously to the regional solidarity and endogenous development with the establishment of the ALBA Bank, the South Bank, SUCRE, Petroamérica, the Grannational Project and Enterprise, the South TV, etc. This article is to examine the history, achievements, challenges and experiences of ALBA-TCP in the context of neoliberal globalization. It could be suggested that ALBA-TCP provides developing countries valuable experiences and inspirations in the fields of international participations, South-South cooperation, building a new international political and economic order, etc. Constructing an alternative model of regional integration with socialist values in the era of globalization will be a feasible path for developing countries to resist neo-colonialism and strive for solidarity and development. 
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
